Our records indicate that a determination letter issued in July of 1896 granted your organization exemption
from federal income tax under saction 501(c}(3) of the Intemnai Revenue Code.

Based on information subsequently submitted, we classified your organization as one that is not a privats
foundation within the meaning of section 509(a) of the Code because it is an organization described in

sactions 508(a)(1) and 170(R)(1)}AXvi).

Thig clagsification was based on the assumption that your organization's operations would continue as stated
in the application. If your organization’s sources of support, or its character, method of operations, or
purposes have changed, please let us know so wa can consider the effect of the change on the exempt

Your arganization is required to file Form 820, Return of Organization Exempt from income Tax, only if its
groas receipts each year are normally more than $25,000.
